The Blue Print of Life: 
Last night we started back our Wednesday night bible studies and choir.  The children 

and adult choirs are getting ready for their Christmas programs, and I am looking forward to 
celebrating the birth of Christ with each of those groups later this year.  It is not too late to join 
the children or adult choirs as they prepare.  The adults meet on Wednesday nights at 6pm and 
the children at 7pm.  Also at 7pm our youth and adults having bible study, so there is 
something for everyone.  The Adults are going to start a 6 weeks series on Freedom: Settling 
for Nothing Less, as we explore what it means to be free in Christ.  Our youth are studying 
Wacky Stories of the Bible.
